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Import Health Requirement for Raw Hides & Skins derived
from Cloven-Hoofed Animals

Article 1 (Purpose) The purpose of this notification is to stipulate requirements
regarding the quarantine inspection and animal disease-free status, etc., of raw

hides and skins derived from cloven-hoofed animals exported to Korea.

Article 2 (Scope) This notification applies to raw hides and skins derived from
cloven-hoofed animals [salted hides, pickled hides, dried hides(including pieces)
derived from cattle, pig, sheep and goats. Hereafter referred to as the “raw hides

and skins for export™]

Article 3 (Requirements for production) Raw hides and skins for export must meet

the following requirements;

(1) Animals slaughtered to produce raw hides and skins for export shall be
proven to be healthy as a result of ante-mortem and post-mortem inspections
conducted by a government veterinarian employed by the veterinary authority

of the exporting country.

(2) Raw hides and skins for export shall be transported in a container that has
been sealed prior to shipment. They shall also be transported to Korea in

such a way so as to prevent contamination with livestock diseases.

Article 4 (Disease-free requirements) (1) The exporting country shall be recognized
as free from Foot and mouth disease, Classical swine fever and Peste des petits
ruminants by World Organization for Animal Health(WOAH) and there shall have
been no outbreak of African swine fever, Lumpy skin disease and Sheep pox(goat
pox) for the past 3 years prior to shipment of raw hides and skins for export in

the exporting country.

(2) The application of Article 4.1 depends on the susceptibility of each species for
raw hides and skins for export to the corresponding diseases. If the Minister of
Agriculture and Food and Rural Affairs acknowledges that the diseases are
effectively culled, the required duration may be shortened in accordance with
WOAH standards.



(3) In the case of raw hides and skins for export that are unable to meet the
requirements of Article 4.1, the products shall meet the following disinfection

treatment requirements:

(a) Salting for at least 28 days with sea salt containing 2% sodium carbonate.
However, in the case of dried hides and skins, the products shall be treated with

formalin gas.

(b) Soaking with agitation for at least 48 hours in an alkaline solution of pH

11.5 or above, such as 4% (w/v) solution of sodium carbonate./02

(c) Soaking with agitation for at least 48 hours in an acid solution of below pH
3.0 such as a formic acid solution (100 kg of salt [NaCl] and 12 kg of formic
acid per 1,000 liters water).

(4) When an occurrence of the disease or suspected symptoms of diseases listed in
Article 4.1 1is confirmed, the exporting country shall immediately report the
outbreak to the veterinary authority of Korea and export raw hides and skins for

export only with treatment in accordance with the requirement listed in Article 4.3.

Article 5 (On-site inspection) In the process of inspection if problems are found
such as raw hides and skins for export not being treated according to Article 4.3,
or repeated discrepancies in terms of accuracy on the health -certificate, the
veterinary officer of the Korean veterinary authority may conduct an on-site
inspection for slaughterhouse or processing plant producing raw hides and skins for
export or may audit original database for the products. If such an inspection is
required, the authority of the exporting country shall actively cooperate on the

1Ssue.

Article 6 (Export Health Certificate details) The veterinary officer of the exporting
country shall, prior to shipment, issue a health certificate detailing the following

items in English:
1) Information specified in Article 3.1 and Article 4.1 or 4.3

2) Types and species of the product (i.e. which species of cloven-hoofed the
product is from), product name, number of packs, weight (gross and net
weight), and the number (PCS)

3) Address and name of the exporter and importer

4) Container number, seal number attached to the container



5) Date of issue of the health quarantine -certificate, name of the issuing

organization, the name and signature of the issuing officer.

6) shipping date, name of the shipping port and vessel (or aircraft)

Article 7 (Any non-compliances observed) The veterinary authority of the Korean
government may return or dispose raw hides and skins for export if any
non-compliance with this import health requirement is found during the inspection

Pprocess.

Article 8 (Review period) With respect to the requirements in this Notification, the
Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs of Korea shall review their
relevance and take necessary measures such as improvement, etc., every three years

from July 1, 2025 (referring to the period ending on June 30 of every third year).
Addendum

Article 1 (Effective date) This Notification shall enter into force on the date of its

issuance.

Article 2 (Transitional Measures for the Export Quarantine Certificate) Even before
the head of the Animal and Plant Quarantine Agency of the Republic of Korea
approves the quarantine certificate form specified in Article 6, raw hides and skins
for export may be imported for one year from the effective date of this notice
with a quarantine certificate agreed upon with the government of the exporting

country under the former regulations.
